       Cause Confusion 
Traffic Light controllers can have timing issues that include very fast or unequal cycles that cause drivers to become impatient or unsure of how to safely get through the intersection. 

Examples include many cars stacked at a light and a cycle so short that drivers keep moving despite the changing of the signal.  Left turn signals are notorious for this, and many vehicles will keep turning until oncoming traffic forces them to stop.  Finally, the jack rabbit start and equally fast stop that happens when the driver ahead loses focus and is startled when other traffic starts to move.  This often causes a rear end collision.

To prevent these type collisions. A Defensive Driver must be patient at all times and maintain focus, even when stopped at a signal.  Maintain a safe following distance and a safe stopping distance, making sure you can see the wheels of the vehicle ahead touch the ground, as a minimum.  Train yourself to hesitate when the light changes and take the time to look left, right and left again.  Then move slowly into the intersection and continue scanning from side to side to assure yourself that the intersection is clear of conflicting traffic. 
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
